Motification

No.1005-Jails dated the 14" day of November 2008. In exercise of the powers conferred by section 99A read with
seclion 106 of the West Bengal Correctional Services Act, 1992 (West Ben. Act XXXl of 1992), the Govemnor is
hereby pleased o make the following rules:-

The West Bengal Prisoners’ Welfare Fund Rules, 2008
1. Short title, extent, commencement and applications.-
(1) These Rules may be called lhe Wes! Bengal Prisoners’ Welfare Fund Rules, 2008,
(2) They shall extend to the whole of West Bengal.
(3) They shall come into force on the dale of their publication in the Official Gazetie.

(4) They shall apply to all Prisoners undergoing imprisonment in any comrectional home of the state of West
Bengal

2. Dafinitions.-
(1] lii thiésa Rulas, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(&) “Act” means the West Bengal Correctional Services Acl, 1992

{b) “Central Executive Commitiee” means a committee constituted under sub-rulae (1) of rule 7

{¢) “Circle Executive Commitiee” means a committee constituted under rule 10;

(d) "Correctional Home" means any place used permanently or temporarily under the orders of the state
government for detention of persons, whether under-trial or convicted, in accordance with any order
for confinement under any law providing for preventive detention or any other law for the time being
in force, but does not include a place for the confinement of a person under the custody of the police:

(e) “Fund” means the West Bengal Prisoners’ Welfare Fund constituled under rule 3:
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() “Prisoner” means a person confined in a correctional home under a wril, order or warrant made by a
court or authorily under any law for the time being in force;
(g} “Sectien” means a section of the Act;
(h) “State Governmenl” means the Government of West Bengal in the Department of Jails
{2) Words and expressions used and not defined in these Rules but defined in the Act shall have the same
meanings respectively assigned to them in the Act.

Constitution of the Fund.-

Wilh effect from the coming inlo force of these Rules, there shall be consliluted a Fund by the name of the

West Bengal Prisoners’ Welfare Fund in the Office of the Inspector General of Correctional Services, Wesl
Bengal.

Objectives of the Fund.-
The Fund is constiluted with the sole abjeclive of

{a) Providing scope of corrections to the Prisoners in the correctional homes by means of different socio
eultural, educalional and vocational aclivities,

(b) Providing financial suppor to the Prisoners in the correclional homes for availing of treatment facilities

and olher pathologicall clinicall olher lesls/examinations when not expeditiously possible under normal
Government support;

{c) Providing educational opporiunities lo the children of the Prisoners back home/ accompanying their parents
in the cormectional homes:

(d) Providing financial support to the families of the Prisoners for sustenance and other emergent
requirements on the basis of a realislic assessment of the financial status of the families;

(e) Providing post-release support lo the Prisoners for their rehabilitation into the mainstream society by way

of providing tools and equipments for laking up a profession or calling, implementation of schemes for
productive pursuil,

Procedure for contribution to the Fund.-

Any person or organization including corporale houses intending lo contribute lo the Fund may apply 1o the
Inspector General of Comectional Services, as Chairperson of the Central Executive Committee, in writing.
The Chairperson shall obtain written clearance from the Stale Governmenl and approve of the contribution.
The contribution shall be made through account payee cheque / drafi in the name of the West Bengal
Prisoners’ Wellare Fund provided that for contribution from the State Government, Central Government,

State Government Undertakings and Central Government Undertakings, no such approval from the Slale
Governmen shall be required.

Utilization of the fund: The Fund shall be utilized for ihe following purposes:

{a) Providing post release supporl to the Prisoners for their rehabilitation into the mainstream sociely by way

of providing lools and equipments for taking up a prefession or calling, implementation of schemes for
productive pursuit elc.;

{b) meeting expanses in connection with pursuil of different courses by tha Prisoners, including tuition fees,
examination fees for higher studies and granl for purchase of books and slalioneries;

{c) providing support to the families of the Prisoners, back home for subsistence in case of abject poverly
and for meeling emergent expenses lor marriages, treatment elc.;

(d) for providing support to the children and other dependents of the Prisoners by way of scholarship,
financial support for pursuing studies including cost of Luition, examination fees, hostel charges elc
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(@) payment of rewards 1o the Prisoners for exceplional perfformance in the cullural or social sphere and/ or
on issues having positive effect on discipling in the correctional homes,

Provided that support to the Prisoners and/or the families under (a) to (g) mentioned above will primarily be
extended to the Prisoners who have been convicled by a Court of Law and are undergoing sentences. The
Central Executive Committee, however, will have the discretion lo extend the support o exceplionally desery-
ing Prisoners under trial who have been incarceraled in the correclional home/s for mare than a year and are
likely 10 continue for further perod;

(fy for organizing various collective welfare, sports. cultural and recrealional aclivities in different comreclional
homes in the stale. Such aclivities will be aiming al achieving educatlional, social, culiural advancement
of the Prisoners for their integration inlo the mainsiream society, both during their stay in the correctional
homes and thereafter;

(g) for organizing different vocational training courses for the Prisoners in the correctional homes aiming at
vocational advancement of the Prisoners for their integration into the mainstream society, both during
their stay in the correctional homes and theraafter;

ih} for purchase of equipments and lools for promotion of sports and cultural activities in the correclional
homes;

(i} for observance of varipus days of national and international importance including the days earmarked for
some specific social campaigns;

(i) for celebration of various religious and olher ceremonies within the correctional homes, with specific
parmission from the authaority;

ik} for publication of newsletters, magazines, journals, books writlen by the Prisoners and! or with writlen
contribution from the Prisoners;

(I} for purchase of books for the Library for the Prisoners in the correctional homes;

{m) for organizing special sessions in the comrectional homes for prevention of drug abuse, substance abuse,
counseling on HIV & AIDS and other sexually transmitled diseases:

Provided that the aclivities mentioned in sub clauses (f) to (m) baing collective in nature, the services envis-
aged in lhe said clauses shall be extended 1o all the Prisoners in the correctional homes irrespective of their
slatus as convicts! under trials/ released prisoners.

Management, control and superintendence of the Fund.-

(1) For the Management, control and superintendence of the Fund there shall be constituted a Central Ex-
eculive Commiltee comprising of the following members:

(a) Inspector General of Correctional Service -  Chairperson

(b} Two representatives of the Depariment of Jails, Government of West Bengal to be nominated by the
Departmental Secretary - Members

{c) An Officer from the Audit & Accounts Service lo be nominaled by the Finance Department, Government
of West Bengal -  Member

{d) An Additional Inspector General of Correclional Services, West Bengal to be nominated by the
IGCS -  Member

(e} A Depuly Inspector General of Correctional Services, West Bengal to be neminated by the
IGCS - Member-Soecretary

(i Superintendenls of all the Central Correctional Homes of the State and Presidency Correctional
Home - Member

(g) Superintendent of one of the Women Correctional Homes to be nominated by the
IGCS - Member

(h} One representative each from 2 renowned Non Government Organizations working in the correctional
homes in the stale to be nominaled by the Siale Government - Member
